Na Gzemi hlavniho mésta Prahy je

v soucasnosti evidovano 2108 souborl
statem chranénych nemovitych kulturnich
pamatek a tisice staveb, které se nachazeji
v historicky vyznamnych lokalitach,
pamatkové chranénych rezervacich

a zonach. PrestoZe je Praha moderni
metropoli 21. stoleti, nezapomina na své
jedineéné kulturni dédictvi a pravidelné

a systematicky podporuje viastniky
pamatek, ktefi se o tyto hodnoty staraji.

Kazdy rok hlavni mésto Praha pfispiva na
zachranu a Gdrzbu hmotného kulturniho
dédictvi v fadech desitek miliond korun.

Za poslednich deset let bylo prostfednictvim
finanénich prispévkl - grantl vlastniklm
paméatkové vyznamnych objektl pridéleno
vice nez 835 milionG korun. V ramci tohoto
programu bylo obnoveno 951 pamatkové
chranénych objektd na Gzemi hlavniho mésta
Prahy. Diky této grantové pomoci a aktivni
spolupraci vlastnikl se vyznamné zlepsil
stav pamatkového fondu mésta Prahy.
Ddvodem udéleni prispévkl je, Ze obnova
pamatek predstavuje naro¢ny a odborné
velmi specificky pfistup vedouci k zachovani
hodnot objektu v€etné souvisejicich
zvySenych nakladl. Vysledkem programu je
podpora kulturniho i ekonomického potencialu
mésta prostiednictvim prispévkd do statem
uznanych vyznamnych kulturnich hodnot.

Tato publikace predstavuje v péti kapitolach
70 vybranych pamatkové hodnotnych staveb
nebo jejich soucasti, jejichZz obnova byla
realizovana pravé s podporou hlavniho mésta.

Introduction

Within the area of the capital city of Prague
there are thousands of buildings and 2108
immovable monuments, located in historically
significant localities, in conservation areas
and zones, listed under state protection.
Although Prague is a modern 21st century
capital, its unique cultural heritage is not
being neglected or forgotten, and the city
council regularly and systematically supports
owners who take care of these valuable
heritage assets.

Every year the city council contributes to the
conservation and maintenance of tangible
cultural heritage to the extent of tens of
millions of Czech Crowns. In the last ten
years owners of significant heritage assets
have been allocated more than 835 million
Czech Crowns through financial subsidies

or grants. In the course of this programme
951 registered heritage assets in the Prague
area were restored. Thanks to this type of
subsidy and to the active cooperation of
owners, the condition of such assets in the
area has significantly improved. The reason
for giving grants is that the repair of historic
structures calls for a demanding and specific
approach when preserving the value of any
site, and this leads to higher costs. The
result of the programme is that the cultural
and economic potential of the city is being
supported through subsidies to important,
state-listed buildings and monuments.

In five chapters this publication presents
70 important historical sites, or parts
thereof, whose repair was carried out with
the support of the city council.

Hilgert kladl
dlraz i na podobu interiérd, které vybavil
nabytkem podle svého vlastniho navrhu. Cely
objekt se dochoval ve vyjimeéné plvodni
podobé jak v exteriérech, tak v interiérech.
Majitelé proto pfi opravé fasady a oken dbali
na citlivé pojeti a zachovani véech dalezitych
detaild.

The house was built in the late 1920s by
Ludvik Hilgert as his own family house. The
instigator of the project, a student of a
well-known Slovenian architect Josef Ple¢nik
(who worked President T. G. Masaryk on
Prague Castle), was already influenced by
functionalism, so the design of the semi-
detached house was carried out accordingly.
Hilgert focused also on the appearance

of the interiors, equipped with furniture
designed by himself. The house’s exceptional
authenticity survived both in the exteriors
and interiors, therefore the owners paid
attention to the sensitive repair of fagades
and windows, to maintain all important
details.

Vilu Helenku pro svoji rodinu navrhl

a vybudoval sam stavitel Alois Korda v roce
1903. Stavba je zastupcem vrcholné secesni
architektury s eklektickymi prvky. Dochovala
se i plvodni uméleckofemesIna vyzdoba

v interiéru na schodisti ¢i dvefich. Objektu
dominuje zvySené narozi se zakoncenou
pozoruhodnou plochou stfechou a s vézickou
prosvétlenou typickymi kruhovymi
segmentovymi okny. Fasadu zdobi bohaty
malovany rostlinny dekor, pficemz v jedné
jeho Casti Ize najit i vepsané jméno vily. PFi
jejim restaurovani byla kompletné obnovena
plvodni barevnost.

The Villa Helenka was designed and built by
the architect Alois Korda for his own family in
1903. The building is an example of late Art
Nouveau architecture with eclectic elements.
The interior contains authentic artisan
elements and décor on the staircase and

on the doors. A raised corner topped by a
remarkable flat roof, and a tower with typical
circular windows are significant features.

Its facade is decorated with plant motifs,
with the name of the villa engraved into one
of its parts. During the repair its colourful
appearance was completely renewed.

Pravé tyto prvky nechali majitelé
pfi nedavné opravé domu citlivé restaurovat
spolu se schodi§tém a pfichozi cestou.

In the 1920s a former vineyard estate
Cihlarka was reconstructed as a villa, called
Mimosa. The original appearance of this
building and others on the estate was not
preserved. The terrace, built in the middle
of the 19thcentury, still forms part of the
garden layout around the villa, was. Among
interesting features are the timber ceiling
from the 18th century in one of the rooms,
as well as distinctive stencilled murals in the
main reception room, and on the staircase.
During recent repairs, these elements were
sensitively restored by the owners, together
with the staircase and the driveway.

Mohutna vila je velice kvalitnim
reprezentantem ¢eské secesni architektury
z pocatku 20. stoleti. Pozdéjsi drobné
stavebni zasahy nijak nenarusily jeji
intaktné dochovany exteriér s fadou
uméleckofemeslinych prvkl. Kvalita
architektury netkvi pouze ve zpracovani
objektu, ale i v jeho zasazeni do okolniho
terénu a v umélecky ztvarnénych detailech,
jako je v secesnim dekoru vyvedeny plot
kolem pozemku. Na celkovy vyznam stavby
jako celku byl proto bran ohled i pfi jeji
rekonstrukci.

This impressive villa demonstrates highly-
quality Czech Art Nouveau architecture

from the early 20th century. Later minor
alterations have not disturbed its intact
exterior, which has a number of artisan
elements. The quality of the design lies both
in the arrangement of the building with its
highly significant details, as well as in the
decorative Art Nouveau fencing around the
grounds. The significance of the building as a
whole was therefore taken into consideration
during its reconstruction.

The architect Jan Kotéra built this house for
his friend, the sculptor Stanislav Sucharda,
who in 1901 had won a sculpture competition
for the memorial of FrantiSek Palacky, a
famous historian and a writer. The early Art
Nouveau villa from 1904-1907 is decorated
with a number of details inspired by folk
architecture. A former studio of the owner,
built in the vicinity, was later converted into
a separate house. The villa of Sucharda,
whose owner contributed to the realisation of
several fagade elements, represents a unique
monument from the early 20th century,
thanks to the intact interiors. Hence, its
windows and entrance doors were sensitively
restored.

The architect Bohumil Hibschmann built the
villa in 1926-1927 as his family residence.
The special value resides both in the original
composition of three independent ranges and
in the exterior consisting of functionalist
and modern elements. The fagade is simple,
nearly without ornament, in contrast with an
applied metal cornice with a diamond motif.
Its current owners decided to restore the
villa exactly to its original spirit and form.
Thanks to this effort, this significant villa
again embellishes the district of StfeSovice.

The church was built from 1725-1727 by the
most prominent artists of that era, including
Kilian Ignac Dientzenhofer, responsible for
the main structure, with interior paintings by
Vaclav Vavfinec Reiner and altar paintings
by Jan Kry§tof LiSka. Both the exterior and
interior of the church were decorated with
several sculptures by Matou$ Vaclav Jackel.
The previous and notorious repair of the
decaying church involved inappropriate

and non-historical painting of the facade;
moreover stone details were left unprotected,
without paint. The damage was repaired in
2007 and the church was returned to its
original appearance.

Strahov Monastery is one of the most
significant monuments in the Czech
Republic. It was founded in 1143 and is

the oldest Premonstratensian abbey in the
country. Since time immemorial the complex
has housed a library and one of the most
valuable and best-preserved collections
within all Europe. The main hall of the library,
called ‘Philosophical’, occupies the area of
10 x 32m and is two storeys high. It was
converted from a former granary in 1783
-1785 by Ignac Jan Nepomuk Palliardi.
Together with other parts of the monastery,
the hall has recently undergone a demanding
and very sensitive reconstruction.

Construction of the buildings and church

for the Sisters of Mercy of St. Charles
Borromeo began in the 1850s on the area of
former vineyards of the Strahov Monastery,
following the plans of the architect Adalbert
Gudera. Original late classicist buildings
continued to be enlarged and modified.
Several alterations or repairs were carried
out with no regard to the historical character
of the original buildings. For example, a tin
roof was used for one of the pavilions after

a fire in 1965; this old roof was therefore
replaced during the recent reconstruction,
using traditional flat tiles. Other parts of this
traditional Prague hospital have gradually
been repaired.

The church was constructed around 1350 in
the Gothic style and belonged to Benedictine
nuns. The Hussite Wars interrupted the
prosperity of the nunnery and at the end

of the 16th century the institution was
dissolved. The church was later altered

to the Baroque style and in 1807 a tower
was added. By the end of the 19th century
the church was being neglected, so by

the early 20th century the whole building
was in serious disrepair. At that time the
surrounding of the church radically changed,
having disappeared during the so-called
Prague imporvements. The Gothic monument
was fortunately repaired and has been
preserved. At the start of the 21st century
another restoration was successful.

The church underwent a
Baroque modification, when its interior was
fitted with sculptures, paintings and altars.
The most significant interior features are
frescoes by Vaclav Vavfinec Reiner on the
vaults.

a long and exigent reconstruction lasting
almost four years, during which the stained
glass of the church was also restored.

Having
been enlarged in the same century, the
church owes its present appearance to the
reconstruction in 1690-1702 by Jan Simon
Panek. A legend is told about a burglar who
attempted to rob the curch; however, the
statue of the Virgin Mary caught him so
tightly that he had to be freed and punished
by having his hand cut off. The reputed hand
of the burglar nowadays hangs in the right
nave. The Franciscans have been gradually
repairing the whole church from the roof
down to its facade.

The Renaissance water tower, which supplied

It was
named after the Sitkovsky mills nearby,
however in the 20th century these were
replaced by the functionalist gallery and
café Manes, into which the mass of the tower
was incorporated. It is an interesting fact
that it is the most leaning tower in Prague.
Its misalignment from the vertical axis is
greater than 0.5 meter. Weathering had
markedly eroded the stone exterior, so it was
necessary to effect a sensitive and gradual
repair of the whole building.

The building itself was transformed
only slightly in the classical period and
remains so to the present day, however

its surroundings were changing more.

Only Klikovka
fortunately escaped destruction. The owners
performed a sensitive reconstruction,
thanks to which the historical authenticity
of this monument was preserved for future
generations.

It is a system of two shaft
furnaces, which, as with the whole limeworks,
is named after its originator, George Pacold,
Professor of the Technical University in
Prague.

Thanks to a long and difficult
reconstruction the monument - one of the
best preserved limeworks with Pacold type
system in our country - was saved.

The interiors of the house have many original
Baroque elements and details, including
painted wooden ceilings and extensive
cellars. Similarly preserved are the exterior,
with its rich stucco decoration, and the
house sign - a relief of a skittle. In August
2002 the house was affected by flooding,
which eroded its structural integrity and
damaged most of the preserved historical
elements.

The outer appearance of the
building was later changed several times,
but its substance remained the same. It is of
great interest for Czech history that the song
‘Where is my home?’ was apparently played
for the very first time in the theatre, which
had been adapted from the former refectory.

The Baroque ‘Cejkovsky’ palace is built

on an extremely complicated footprint

and underwent an equally interesting

building development. It gradually replaced
Renaissance houses that once stood there.
The jettying of the house’s first floor on
consoles overlooking Liliova and Anenska
Streets also recalls the Renaissance origin of
the building. The Baroque rebuilding occurred
at the beginning and end of 18th century. The
interiors of the building were later changed
completely to the classicist style. It is an
interesting fact that important personalities
in Czech history, for example Ladislav Rieger
or Josef Kajetan Tyl lived in the house.
BedFich Smetana also attended the music
school here. A complete repair of the house
was sensitively carried out, with respect for
its historical value.

After 1616, the house
was rebuilt in the Renaissance style, as is
clear from the date on the entrance gate

and from some interior details. The external
appearance was overlaid by a Baroque
rebuilding in the second quarter of the

18th century and thereafter especially by a
classicist reconstruction at the beginning

of the 19th century. The house ‘At the

Blue Boat’ was where the composer Josef
Myslivecek lived and composed. The house is
decorated with a Baroque statue of St Florian
and two Rococo vases. These features were
restored.

The ‘Storch’ house, built in 1896-97 is

one of the most interesting buildings of its
time, thanks to the circumstances of its
construction. During its realisation there was
a debate over whether it would interfere with
the historical appearance of the Old Town
Square. The unusual neo-Gothic frontage,
extensively covered with the work of the
painter Mikolas Ales, not only failed to detract
from the historical appearance of the city
centre, but rather appropriately added to it.
The house was heavily damaged at the end of
World War Il, but was subsequently completely
restored. It was actually Ale$’s style that put
Czech architects onto the path towards early
Art Nouveau, and it was his work that was the
main subject of the restoration of the facade.

The house ‘At the Golden Crown’ near

the Old Town Clock originated in the 18th
century through the merging of two medieval
houses, and later it was connected to the
neighbouring house, called ‘At the Storks’.
However the facades remained different.
The preserved Gothic cellars remind us of
the medieval origins of these structures.
The house, like the neighbouring one, was
heavily damaged by fire at the end of World
War Il. The current form of its Baroque
facades, including the historical windows,
was sensitively restored by the owner and
continues to contribute to the atmosphere of
Prague.
